Medical Equipment & Community Clinic Mkoranga - Tanzania

A Joint Centennial Project

Between the Rotary Clubs of 

Paddington (D1130) and Hasselt (D1630)

Final Report

In late 2004/early 2005 the Rotary Club of Paddington identified a project in Tanzania that was proposed as a Rotary Centennial project. To help with the completion of the project a partnership was formed with between the Rotary Club of Paddington, UK and the Rotary Club of Hasselt, Belgium. This brief document is intended to finalise the project and to provide a written record of the work done by these two Rotary Clubs.

Project Description

Following a visit to Arusha, Tanzania, by Rtn. Jason Stoyel and his family a project was identified to assist a remote rural community in Tanzania with their Health Centre & Dispensary. The existence of such a facility would enable the provision of permanent primary health and maternity care where, at the time, there was only a weekly visit by the area nurse. The village, Mkoranga, is some 30km from Arusha and is only accessible by a very rough dirt track. In 1997 the village women financed and built, by themselves, a 2 room hut which was intended to serve as a community clinic. Unfortunately, since then they had been unable to raise sufficient money to equip them. 

The original proposal was to construct 2 additional rooms, making 4 in total, and to equip the clinic. Once completed and equipped it was stated that the government would supply a resident trained nurse and that the upkeep of the building would be the responsibility of the villagers. It was estimated that the 2 rooms would cost approx £3000 to build, including doors, windows, roofing etc. In addition, a list of equipment required was provided. The total project cost was estimated to be £8,000.

Contact was made with a local Rotarian, Faye Cran from the Rotary Club of Arusha, and she agreed to coordinate everything in Tanzania. 

This project was considered a very worthwhile self help project which, instigated by the villagers themselves and kick started by our Rotary clubs, would receive ongoing government support.  

Project Completion & Funding

It was initially hoped that the project could benefit from a Rotary matching grant but, unfortunately, this was not forthcoming. This meant that the project costs would have to be met wholly from club fundraising.
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However, the Rotary Club of Hasselt, thanks to their very good contacts with HSF (Hopital sans Frontières), came to the rescue and were able to supply the vast majority of the required equipment – along with a few additional items. 
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A carrier was hired to transport the equipment from Belgium to London where it was to wait for onward transportation to Tanzania. Once again Rotary came to the rescue and space was found in a container being sent to Arusha by District 1110.

The medical equipment arrived in Tanzania in late 2005 but there was the inevitable delay at customs. This was eventually sorted out and the equipment forwarded on to Mkoranga. Although final acknowledgement from the villagers in Mkoranga has yet to be received Rtn. Faye Cran has reported its arrival. 

In the meantime thanks to funds supplied by Paddington the villagers have completed the extension of the clinic (see picture showing new extension).
